THEME: Literature
LESSON TOPIC: Main Idea and Bibliographies in Literature
OBJECTIVES:
Language:

SWBAT listen for key vocabulary in order to find the main idea.
SWBAT summarize the story both orally in small groups and in written form.
SWBAT compare between a newspaper article bibliography and book bibliography.
SWBAT write HOT questions for other groups to answer.
SWBAT write responses for questions using complete sentences and thoughts.
Content:

SWBAT identify the main idea of a story after reading it.
SWBAT create two questions based on the story for other groups to answer.
SWBAT orally respond to questions in front of the class.
SWBAT distinguish purpose of writing a bibliography after a summary of text.
LEARNING STRATEGIES: SWBAT confirm their responses to questions with their small groups. SWBAT represent their work in a written summary. This lesson is at a middle school level with all ELL levels and various languages represented.
KEY VOCABULARY: Bibliography, HOT Questions, 
MATERIALS: Red, Yellow, Orange Paper, Black sharpies, textbook


	MOTIVATION:
(Building background)   

Review how we used bibliographies the previous day. Ask class why we put it after our summary and main idea of text. 
PRESENTATION:
(Language and content objectives, comprehensible input, strategies, interaction, feedback)
Write on board that we will be working in small groups today with a story from the textbook. 
Explain the specific instructions, also written on the board, and demonstrate with a volunteer.
Show them where the supplies is and how to write a HOT Question.
Tell them that when they break into groups, they need one or two writers, a leader, a messanger, and a presenter.
Show them the difference between a newspaper article bibliography and a book bibliography. Give them a new cheat sheet for the book bibliography.
PRACTICE AND APPLICATION:
(Meaningful activities, interaction, strategies, practice and application, feedback)

Break class into small groups and have them read out lout the assigned story.
Once the story is read, they will have the first writer write down the group's thoughts on the summary and main idea as well as the new bibliography. The second writer then writes down HOT questions that the group discusses on the colored paper with sharpie. The messanger then delivers the HOT questions to the next group. Once the group has their HOT questions, the leader reads those aloud and the second writer writes down answers for the HOT questions. Once each group is done, the presenter will present the questions they were given and their answers.
REVIEW AND ASSESSMENT:
(Review objectives and vocabulary, assess learning)
Briefly go over the differences between the two bibliographies studied this week. Ask class for a definition in their own words as to what a HOT question is. Ask class what they think the best HOT question was.
