	STANDARDS: ELP 7.2.7, ELP 7.4.10, ELP 7.7.10, ELP 7.7.14 
THEME: Current Events
LESSON TOPIC: Newspaper Articles and Main Ideas
OBJECTIVES:
Language:

SWBAT find the main idea by strategicly reading a recent newspaper article.
SWBAT orally define words in their own article that their partner does not understand.
SWBAT compare thoughts on what the main idea of each article is.
SWBAT write their own conclusions of what the main idea is.  
Content:

SWABAT highlight words they do not understand in partner's article.
SWBAT hypothesize the main idea of partner's article.
SWBAT conclude what the main idea of the articles are. 
LEARNING STRATEGIES: SWBAT confirm their main ideas of the articles with a partner.
SWBAT represent their work in a written summary. This lesson is at a middle school level with all ELL levels and various languages represented.
KEY VOCABULARY: Current Events, Article, Bibliography
MATERIALS: Newspapers, scissors


	MOTIVATION:
(Building background)   

-The previous day students got to look through papers provided and cut out articles they thought they understood and interested them.

-They were also allowed to print out articles online if there was a different paper they were familiar with, as long as it was in English (could be a translated copy if approved by me).

PRESENTATION:
(Language and content objectives, comprehensible input, strategies, interaction, feedback)
Write on the board that we will be working in pairs with the newspaper articles from yesterday.
Pairs were chosen by me because they were to be with students on similar levels.
Write on board instructions for how to work with partner. 

Demonstrate those instructions with a volunteer.
Go over vocabulary. Introduce what a bibliography is and give each student a "cheat sheet" of how to make a bibliography from a newspaper article.

PRACTICE AND APPLICATION:
(Meaningful activities, interaction, strategies, practice and application, feedback)
Students work with their partners by switching articles, reading them, and highlighting any words the partner does not understand. The students then talk with each other about highlighted words. After defining all words, the students then collaborate with their partner on what the main idea of each article is. Once decided, they then switch back so they have their original articles. They then write down a summary of the article and what they believe the main idea is, ending with the bibliography at the bottom.

REVIEW AND ASSESSMENT:
(Review objectives and vocabulary, assess learning)
Before the end of the class, I ask if someone can tell me what the point of a bibliography is just by how it was used in the assignment. Explain its uses and talk how finding the main idea in articles help think critically as well as get the gist of written works.
EXTENSION:  

If students do not finish in class they can take it home for homework. If students finish early, they can choose another article from the papers in class and work on one article as partners and turn it in for extra practice.
